Speaking further Mr. Saxena added that today technology is the driving force of all changes all over the world. We can’t imagine our life without technology. But, we are unable to utilise technology to its fullest possibilities. That is because, for instance, many latest Mobile phones offer the most advanced features. But, how many of us know those and use them. Those features can’t be used unless they are usable. Still such time their usefulness may not be known to many. So, a feature that is available but not usable is as good as being ‘not there’. 

 

Similarly how many people aged above 60 years use email? Most of them express their inability in using it. How will it be, if there is a public email system for users over 60 years with no internet experience? It will be most welcomed. 

 

The above two examples clearly illustrate that the power of design to link technology to the latent needs of users had not been fully exploited. The result is failure to connect people with solutions that make a positive impact on their lives. Human lives would be much simpler and easier, if the interaction between the user and the technology is made simpler and usable too. Usable technology makes a difference to everyone, everywhere around the world. Usability is a key area that needs prime focus to harness the benefits of technology for people and development of society.

 

As a prelude to the event we have organised UI Design Competition for design and engineering students, Paper Competition and other events, Mr. Saxena added. The winners of the same will be given away prizes during the Closing Ceremony of the Conference on 19th June.
